Vegetable Mayonnaise Sandwich 

Ingredients

8 bread slices, lightly buttered
To be mixed into a spread
1 cup finely chopped celery
1 cup grated raw carrot
1/2 cup thinly sliced radish1/2 cup thinly sliced radish
1/4 cup finely chopped capsicum
1/4 cup mayonnaise
1/4 tsp tobasco sauce
salt and freshly ground black pepper (kalimirch) powder to taste

Method 

1.  Apply a generous layer of the spread on a slice of bread. 
2.2. Sprinkle with salt and freshly ground pepper. 
3. Sandwich with another slice of bread. 
4. Repeat with the remaining bread slices and spread to make 3 more 
sandwiches. 
5. Serve immediately.
